® Public comment accepted for 30 days following publication in the
Texas Registry

® Proposed rules must be also published in English and Spanish on
agency’s website

® Rule can be adopted as published or non-substantive changes are
allowed OR

e Rule can be postponed or cancelled

e Final Rules are published in the Texas Registry and usually take effect
20 days after publication or they may take effect at a specified date
